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Mission Statement

The mission of the 15th Judicial District Juvenile Drug Court is to reduce substance abuse and criminal activities among 

non-violent youthful offenders by providing treatment, education, and accountability, to enhance life-skills and promote healthy family and community relationships.

Goals

The goals of the H.A.L.T. program are to provide Lafayette teens with:

1. the opportunity to lead a clean and sober lifestyle

2. the opportunity to learn skills to aid them in resisting further participation in criminal activities

3. support to perform well in school, and develop positive peer and community relationships

4. support in developing healthy family relationships

PROGRAM OUTLINE

Each participant has an individualized treatment plan. The length of phases and promotion criteria listed are the minimum requirements.  Each participant is promoted according to his or her performance and progress through each phase.  
Phase One

· Length: approximately 2 months

· Requirements:

· Individual therapy - at least 1 clinical visit per week

· Individual family therapy- 1 visit per month

· Parent and teen education group therapy – 1 group per week

· Recreation therapy – 1 group per week

· Judicial Monitoring – status appearances 1 time per week

· Probation requirements – 1 site-visit per week

· Drug testing – at a minimum 2 times per week

· Curfew begins at 4:30 PM and ends at 6:00 AM

· No cell phones, pagers, or two-way radios are allowed

· Promotion Criteria: (All promotions are dependent on progress toward goals)

· Have a minimum of 1 month of negative drug screens

· Presented a life timeline to group (can be photo essay, drawings, or written as assigned by counselor)

· Presented treatment provider with information (written/verbal) on progress in drug court
· Making progress toward education goal

· Recommended for promotion by juvenile drug court team

Phase Two

· Length: approximately 2 months

· Requirements:

· Individual therapy – minimum of 3 visits during phase

· Individual family therapy- minimum of 3 visits during phase

· Parent and teen education group therapy – 1 group per week 

· Recreation therapy/Volunteer Service – as per court appearances

· Judicial Monitoring – status appearances every other week

· Probation requirements – 1 site-visit every 2 weeks

· Drug testing – at a minimum 2 times per week

· Curfew begins at 6:00 PM and ends at 6:00 AM

· No cell phones, pagers, or two-way radios are allowed

· Promotion Criteria: (All promotions are dependent on progress toward goals)

· Have a minimum of 6 consecutive weeks of negative drug screens

· Presented continuing life timeline to group (can be photo essay, drawings, or written as assigned by counselor)

· Presented treatment provider with information (written/verbal) on progress in drug court
· Making progress toward education goal

· Recommended for promotion by juvenile drug court team

Phase Three

· Length: approximately 3 months

· Requirements:

· Individual therapy – minimum of 2 visits per month

· Individual family therapy- minimum of 2 visits per month

· Parent and teen education group therapy – make-up any group requirements from previous phases

· Recreation therapy – per court appearances

· Judicial Monitoring – status appearances every third week

· Probation requirements – 1 site-visit every 2 weeks

· Drug testing – at a minimum 1 times per week

· Curfew begins at 8:00 PM and ends at 6:00 AM

· Promotion Criteria: (All promotions are dependent on progress toward goals)

· Have a minimum of 8 consecutive weeks of negative drug screens

· Presented continuing life timeline to group (can be photo essay, drawings, or written as assigned by counselor)

· Presented treatment provider with information (written/verbal) on progress in drug court
· Making progress toward education goal

· Make-up all missed groups in previous two phases

· Recommended for promotion by juvenile drug court team

Phase Four

· Length: approximately 3-6 months

· Requirements:

· Individual therapy – minimum of 1 visit per month

· Individual family therapy- minimum of 1 visit per month

· Teen education group therapy – 1 bi-monthly group

· Recreation therapy/Volunteer Service – as per individual treatment plan

· Judicial Monitoring – status appearances every fourth week

· Probation requirements – 1 site-visit every month and 1 phone contact per month

· Drug testing – at a minimum 1 time per week

· Curfew begins at 10:00 PM and ends at 6:00 AM

· Graduation Criteria:                                                                                       
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· Have a minimum of 3 consecutive months of negative drug screens

· Presented final life timeline to group (can be photo essay, drawings, or written as assigned by counselor)

· Present drug court judge and Louisiana Supreme Court Drug Court Office with letter on progress in drug court

· Making progress toward education goal

· Recommended for graduation by juvenile drug court team 
*Graduation is held on a bi-monthly basis.  Once a client is eligible to graduate they must wait until the next scheduled graduation ceremony.

PROGRAM RULES AND

CLIENT RESPONSIBILITIES

Due to the diverse population in drug court, it is necessary that certain specific rules be made and adhered to by clients.  All clients and their family members must adhere to the rules and regulations set forth below.  Failure to comply may result in disciplinary action, including but not limited to discharge or denial of privileges.  All rules are subject to additions and changes at any time without prior notice.

EQUAL OPPORTUNITY

You have the right to receive treatment services without discrimination as to sex, race, creed, color, religion, national origin, sexual preference, marital status or disability.  If you have any grievances with the program, the grievance procedure is to be followed (Appendix A).
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 SAFETY & CONDUCT  

You are asked to take both the time and effort to be polite and respectful to everyone. You will show respect to staff and peers at all times.   Maintaining appropriate behavior and language shows the progress you are making toward your recovery.   Any sexual behavior, swearing, or harassment toward staff or other participants will not be tolerated.   Any sexual contact among peers is grounds for dismissal from the program.  “Friendships” within program participation will be limited and remain on a platonic or friend basis, ONLY.  Dating your drug court peers is not allowed.  Any friendships that start to cause a problem in your recovery will be terminated immediately.

No physical violence or threats of violence will be tolerated toward staff or other clients. If you are addressed regarding this issue, you will be asked to appear before the judge prior to coming back to the facility. If a problem persists, you may be discharged from the program.  Safety is everybody’s responsibility. The court and treatment provider joins with you in a desire to prevent the tragedy, pain, and economic loss due to accidents. 

WEAPONS

NO weapons of any kind will be allowed at any H.A.L.T. Program activity.  If a weapon is found on a participant, he or she may be immediately terminated with the permission of the juvenile drug court judge.

   CONFIDENTIALITY   [image: image9.wmf]
      You have the right to confidentiality. No information may be released by staff without your written consent. Confidentiality is very important in group therapy. Anything that is discussed in group must remain within the confines of the group. No information pertaining to any client(s) or family member(s) should be discussed outside of group.  In order to protect confidentiality rights of all clients, no visitors will be allowed into treatment sessions or status hearings.  


Confidentiality is essential in all therapeutic environments.  Anything that is discussed in any drug court activity including treatment sessions, court sessions and recreation activities must remain within the confines of drug court.  There is to be no discussion of names or personal information of other clients outside of ANY drug court activities.  “Who you see here, what you hear here, when you leave here, let it stay here.”  ANY violations of confidentiality will result in severe sanctions and likely revocation from the program.


[image: image10.wmf]           FINANCIAL OBLIGATIONS        
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TREATMENT FEES      

Your family may be required to pay all or partial costs for substance abuse treatment in the Juvenile Drug Court Program after consideration of your financial circumstances.  Fees are assessed on a sliding scale set forth by the Department of Health and Hospitals and the treatment provider.  Any changes in your income must be reported to the treatment provider within 30 days so that your fees may be reassessed; failure to do so may result in sanctions from the court.  

COURT RELATED FEES

Any Juvenile Drug Court participant with court-related financial obligations (i.e. child support, restitution, legal aid funds, crime victim funds) will make court-approved payments on a regular schedule and provide staff with documentation of payments. Unless a specific amount is ordered by the Court, amounts and payment schedules are to be established by the court and documented for the Judge’s approval. If you cannot make the payment, discuss your situation with your probation officer and if possible, other arrangements will be made. Failure to make timely payments may result in delaying your completion of the program.


[image: image12.wmf]          DRESS CODE      
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Clients have a responsibility to dress and appear in the clinic and at court according to standards of propriety, safety and health.  Violation of the dress code at any drug court activity may result in sanctions.
· Clients will be fully attired at all times. Tank tops or undershirts (as outer garments) are not acceptable.

· Shirts must be worn at all times. Shirts with squaretails must be long enough to cover the stomach. No bare midriffs will be allowed for men or women.

· Loose fitting slacks, shorts, skirts and jeans are acceptable. Pants must be worn at waist level, not around the hips. Underpants and boxer shorts should never be visible. Shorts and skirts must be no more than 5 inches above the knee.

· Footwear with soles must be worn. No slippers or flip-flops.

· No clothing displaying alcoholic beverages, illegal drugs, illegal drug paraphernalia/symbols, nude pictures or obscenities that may be offensive to other clients or staff will be allowed.

· No hats, caps, bandannas, sweatbands, or other headgear will be permitted in the building at any time. No sunglasses will be worn indoors.

· Earrings in the nostrils, navel and other areas other than the ear are not allowed.
· Boys are not permitted to wear earrings during any drug court activity. 

· Women must wear appropriate underwear, such as bras.
· No artificial mouth jewelry or “grills” may be worn at any drug court function.

[image: image14.wmf]   PERSONAL TELEPHONE CALLS   
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Cell phones are a privilege.  They should remain on silent during any drug court activity and should only be used with permission from a drug court team member.
   
[image: image16.wmf]    FOOD AND BEVERAGES     
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Snacks and beverages are allowed at the discretion of each individual team member for each individual drug court activity.   All trash should be disposed of in the garbage cans provided. If you continue to bring food into the clinic area (halls, group rooms, etc.) you will be asked to leave and to report to the court for noncompliance. 

[image: image18.wmf]       GROUP AND INDIVIDUAL THERAPY

      Your treatment in the program will consist of both regularly scheduled groups and individual therapy with your counselor. You will be required to participate in these sessions. Non-participation will be grounds for sanctions given by the Judge.

INDIVIDUAL THERAPY

  Individual therapy will be scheduled for you with your counselor to discuss issues that may be too difficult for you to discuss in a group setting.  You will be required to attend individual sessions on a regular basis as scheduled by your individual counselor.

GROUP THERAPY

Some of your treatment will be conducted in group therapy. Group therapy will allow you to work out your problems in the presence of others. By participating in group therapy, you will find that others share your feelings and concerns. You will receive support and awareness that you are not alone in your struggles.  These sessions will include educational presentations and discussions, role-playing, and traditional group therapy.

FAMILY GROUP THERAPY

       You and your family members are court ordered to participate in regularly scheduled, clinic-based or home-based family group counseling sessions with your counselor.  These counseling services will be provided at the treatment facility or in your home.

      These sessions will include educational presentations and discussions, role-playing, and traditional group therapy. The same rules of confidentiality apply to family sessions as your regular group sessions. These individual family visits will allow you and your family to discuss issues that may be difficult to handle in a group setting. It also allows the court to monitor living arrangements and home environment. 

      The Family Program is a vitally important component of the H.A.L.T.  Juvenile Drug Court Program. When someone in the family is a substance abuser, it affects the entire family system, including non-using family members. The focus of this service is to provide family counseling which is integrated with the individual and group counseling services provided at the primary counseling service facility. An integrated treatment plan will be developed with emphasis on family stability aimed at the reduction of delinquent behaviors and the maintenance of a substance-free lifestyle. The frequency of family contact will be adjusted according to the needs of the family in the treatment process, however minimal requirements as outlined earlier will be met. 

Family members are required to attend all sessions and submit to random drug testing. Failure to do so can result in sanctions from the judge for family members.
RECREATION GROUP THERAPY      
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One of the first activities you lost when you started using drugs was the ability to have fun without being high.  Recreation group therapy is designed to help you begin to participate in new activities as well as teach you new skills.  These sessions will introduce you to a variety of recreation activities and lifestyles.  These sessions are also designed to help you build self-esteem, decision-making skills, and self-confidence.  

TARDINESS AND ABSENTEEISM    
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It is your responsibility to be on time for all treatment sessions. You are not allowed to leave the clinic during treatment sessions.  You will not be allowed to enter scheduled sessions if you are late, thus acquiring an unexcused absence. The only absences that will be excused are doctor’s appointments or school/work. To excuse an absence, there must be written verification on medical or school/company letterhead. No handwritten notes will be accepted. All absences, excused and unexcused, will become part of your progress report, reported to the judge and sanctions may be imposed.

EDUCATION/EMPLOYMENT


You are required to participate and make satisfactory progress in an education program.  During each court appearance progress report should be submitted to the Drug Court Program Coordinator.  Failure to submit a school report, submitting falsified information or failure to maintain appropriate behavior in school will result in sanctions.    Any unexcused absence from school may result in a weekend in detention.  Any suspension more than 3 days will result in spending the suspension in detention.  Any suspension that is less than 3 days will require you to do community service each day that you are not in school.  Expulsion results in community service work for everyday that you are not in a school or education setting.


Employment is encouraged, but the drug court team must approve the place of employment. A weekly schedule of works hours must be submitted to the Case Manager. If work becomes a problem with school, treatment, or your behavior, the drug court team will require you to find another job or not work at all.  Staying sober is your #1 job and getting an education is your next priority!

Summer Activities

During the summertime, everyone is required to be engaged in some form of positive activity. This may include employment or participation in a school or summertime program.  Failure to participate in such an activity will result in community service hours.   Each individual has different needs, and possesses different strengths, so the types of such activity will vary. Everyone must present a “summer plan” to the court, which outlines what activities they will be doing.  FINDING A JOB, ENROLLING FOR SUMMER SCHOOL, OR ENROLLING IN SUMMER PRORAMS TAKES TIME AND PLANNING.  This process should be started ATLEAST one month prior to the end of school. If you are having trouble finding a positive activity to engage in, you may request assistance from the Case Manager. Oftentimes, the court has identified programs that would be most beneficial to participants. The Case Manager may be able to ASSIST you in securing employment, enrolling in summer school, or enrolling in a summer program.

You are required to provide a urine sample on a regular basis to monitor progress.  You should be ready to provide a sample any time while attending any drug court activity. Drug court related activities include home-visits, group, status hearings, recreation activity, or any other requirements that are court ordered.   The inability or refusal of a client or parent to provide a sample will be reported as a stall, treated as a positive, and subject to sanctions by the Judge.  All diluted or oxidated screens are subject to sanctions.  A same-sex staff member will supervise specimens.  A client who challenges urinalysis results may pay for a confirmation test by a certified lab.  At times, you will also be required to submit other recognized substance use monitoring techniques such as breathalyzer, saliva testing, sweat patches or hair testing.  Urinalysis results and/or other monitoring techniques will be documented and made available to the court.  Once again, any positive urine screens or stalls can be grounds for legal sanctions given by the Judge.


Drug screening will occur on a random basis.  Random means there is a minimum number of times to be screened, however you may be subject to more than the minimum number of times per phase at any time during your participation in the program.


You may be required to pay for any drug screens that are positive.  The fee will be $15.00.  Part of recovery is taking responsibility for your actions.  In order to encourage the recovery process, the fee will be waived if the treatment provider is notified before results of the drug screen are obtained.

It is illegal for anyone under the age of 18 to possess or use ANY tobacco products! This includes smoking, chewing, snuff, etc.  There will be no substance use or possession while participating in any drug court-related activity.  

Staff members will confiscate tobacco products!

 [image: image25.wmf]  ALCOHOL/DRUG USE & GAMBLING   
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It is illegal for any person under the age of 21 to use or possess alcohol.  Use of alcohol or illegal drugs is strictly PROHIBITED during participation in the H.A.L.T. Program.  Any use of a mood altering substance will be reported to the drug court team and subject to sanctions. 


Gambling or any form of gaming for profit is strictly prohibited!  This includes “throwing dice”, the horse races, rooster fighting, and dog fighting.

                          [image: image27.wmf]        PRESCRIPTION and 

OVER-THE-COUNTER MEDICATIONS

    Any medication prescribed by a physician or taken over-the-counter needs to be reported IMMEDIATELY to your SUBSTANCE ABUSE COUNSELOR or the Drug Court Coordinator. This includes all over-the-counter sinus, cold/flu, or cough medications.                                                       

Mood altering prescriptions are prohibited, unless you have prior approval by your SUBSTANCE ABUSE COUNSELOR or the Drug Court Coordinator. All medications are not automatically accepted. A copy of the original prescription or a copy of the medication bottle must be maintained in your file at all times.  Failure to comply with proper procedure or a positive screen may result in sanctions by the judge. 

COURT ETIQUETTE

  
You must maintain proper court etiquette during all status hearings.  This includes the way the drug court team is addressed, as well as the drug court Judge.  If you would like to address the judge privately, ASK if you can approach the bench.  If the judge says “yes”, then walk up to the bench and speak to the judge in a low tone.  If the judge says “no”, then you may not approach the bench and the judge will give you instructions as to what to do.  LISTEN, LISTEN, LISTEN!!!  Use your manners--“Yes Sir/No Sir”, NO EARRINGS, NO BAGGY PANTS, TUCK IN YOUR SHIRT! 

STATUS HEARINGS     [image: image28.wmf]

You and your family are required to attend regularly scheduled status hearings to notify the Judge of your progress.  Your group counselor, family counselor, and probation officer will complete a status report in conjunction with each scheduled court date.  Incentives are given for progress.  The judge will issue sanctions for noncompliance.  At each hearing, you will receive a TASK ASSIGNMENT LIST/COURT SUMMONS (Appendix A).  This is an official court document that explains your obligation for the following week and your next court date.  Any assignments beyond one week will be given to you at your next appointment.

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You may not travel outside of the jurisdiction of the 15th Judicial District (Lafayette, Vermillion, & Acadia Parish), unless you have an AUTHORIZATION for TRAVEL form (Appendix A) on file with the probation officer.  This form must be filled out at least 2 weeks in advance of travel for approval by the probation department.  If travel is an emergency, the probation officer must be contacted prior to leaving the jurisdiction for approval.

[image: image31.wmf]      INCENTIVES AND SANCTIONS    [image: image32.wmf]

Incentives will be applied according to your continuing positive performance.  Incentives are rewards for responsible and positive behaviors.  These rewards could range from public praise in court from the Judge to advancements to the next treatment phase. 

 You decide what you will receive based on the decisions you make and the actions you take.

Sanctions will be applied according to severity of offense, past performance of the participant, and present circumstances. Sanction means that if you do not follow through with your responsibilities, there will be consequences.  There is a wide range of sanctions available that the Judge could impose, ranging from verbal reprimand to dismissal from the program and serving your jail sentence.   

All incentives and sanctions are graduated in nature and applied to either increase, maintain, or eliminate identified behavior.  There is a direct relationship between what you do and what you get from the program.  Incentives and Sanctions will be based on each INDIVIDUAL’s performance and what is to be considered an appropriate response to each INDIVIDUAL’s behavior.

CURFEW

All clients will adhere to the established curfew of the court. Failure to adhere to your curfew is a probation violation and is subject to sanctions from the judge. Curfew times for this program are established by the court and may be used as an incentive or a sanction.  Standard curfew times for each phase are as follows:

Phase One

Monday-Sunday

4:30 PM to 7:00 AM

Phase Two

Monday-Sunday

6:00 PM to 7:00 AM

Phase Three

Monday-Sunday

8:00 PM to 7:00 AM



Phase Four

Monday-Sunday

10:00 PM to 7:00 AM


The above curfew times are to be established by the drug court team and ordered or adjusted during status hearings.  No curfew extensions will be granted within two weeks of any positive drug screen.  DO NOT ASK!  

All clients will be given the opportunity to earn a half an hour (1/2) extension for every two consecutive weeks of negative drug screens.  Upon promotion to Phase Four, a client may be granted a special weekend curfew by the drug court team.  Special consideration for extended weekend curfew will be based on the client’s participation in the program.

Curfew Checks


Curfews are strictly monitored and enforced.  Curfew checks will be routinely conducted by detail officers or any other drug court team member.  These are done by phone or in-person.  Substance use may be monitored during a curfew check by breathalyzers , urine, or saliva screens.  If you are not home during a curfew check, it must be verified that you were out with a parent.  The curfew officer will leave a “curfew check card” on your door with instructions to call upon your return.  Curfew violations will be immediately reported to the drug court team, and will result in sanctions.
SPECIAL EVENT PASSES   [image: image34.wmf]

Special event passes will be given out during the regular court session as an incentive.  These passes can only be used if your parent/guardian has given you permission and you are in good standing with the program.  Good standing means you have not received any sanctions at your last court date.  The directions for use are on the back of the card.  IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO BE WHERE & WITH WHO YOU SAY YOU WILL BE!  Your parent keeps the completed card for spot curfew checks.  The Detail Officer has the right to check on you either by phone or in person.  So…. IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO BE WHERE & WITH WHO YOU SAY YOU WILL BE!

House Arrest


House arrest is a sanction that may be imposed for negative behavior such as positive drug screens, curfew violations, etc. While on house arrest, you may be required to wear an ankle monitor.   If placed on house arrest, this means you must not leave your home at any time unless with a parent, or attending work or school. You may not stop off for any “errands” or other such activities while traveling to and from work or school. You may not have friends over, and you may not “hang-out” in the yard with friends or neighbors. No exceptions will be made, so DO NOT ASK!
IMMEDIATE TERMINATION  & REVOCATION [image: image35.wmf]

Under certain conditions beyond the 30-day opt-out time, a participant may be subject to immediate termination from the H.A.L.T. Program, with permission from the juvenile drug court judge.  If you alter a urinalysis sample, commit physical violence, verbally threaten another participant, or are caught dealing drugs, immediate termination may be implemented.


If you are found to be continually in violation of the terms of your probation, your probation officer will file a recommendation for revocation.  Any drug court team member may recommend revocation of your probation.  Revocation is recommended if you commit any new offense that results in formal charges or your continued misbehavior.  Non-participation in treatment may also be grounds for revocation.  If you are found guilty during your revocation hearing, your SENTENCE will be imposed and you will go immediately to a detention facility.

Grievance Procedure

Policy:

The HALT program will have a written grievance procedure for participants and directions for responding to such grievances.  All clinics will have an individual grievance procedure posted in a site accessible to participants.

Procedure:

A.  During the treatment intake, clients will be informed that they can:


1.  File a grievance about any violation of client’s rights.


2.  File a grievance with any clinic staff member.

3.  Submit a grievance in writing and get assistance writing if they are unable to read or write.

4.  Submit a grievance directly to the Louisiana Department of Health and Hospitals at any given time.

5.  Request pens, paper, envelopes, postage and access to a telephone for the purpose of filing a grievance.

B.  Participants may also file a grievance with any member of the Drug Court team following the same procedure and rights above.

C.  The HALT team and/or the clinical staff will:

1.  Acknowledge the grievance in writing within two (2) service days.

2.  Evaluate the grievance thoroughly and objectively obtaining additional information, if needed.

3.  Inform the client of the findings and recommendations within seven (7) service days.

4.  Take action to resolve all grievances promptly and fairly.

5.  Document all grievances, including the final disposition and keep the documentation on file with the Drug Court Coordinator.
